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Marks Remarks: A Bride, a Groom, and a Seal

What do a Bride, a Groom, and a Seal have to
do with Simchat Torah?

The person who is honored with the last aliyah in
Deuteronomy on Simchat Torah is called Chatan
Torah, and the person who is honored with the
first aliyah in Genesis is Chatan
Bereishit. Chatan means bridegroom. Women
are honored as Kallat Torah (Bride of the Torah),
and Kallat Bereishit (Bride of 'In the
Beginning'). But what about a seal?

A blog post on balashon.com explains that
according to (The
Origins of the Festival of Simchat Torah),
published in Hebrew by Mossad Harav Kook,
Simchat Torah originated in Bablyon, and wasn’t
celebrated in Israel until the time of the Geonim
(589-1038 CE). In Babylon, the Jews had a one
year cycle for reading the Torah. The festival of
Simchat Torah originally did not involve reading
from Genesis, but rather, celebrated only reading
the end of Deuteronomy. The person who was
honored with the last aliyah from Deuteronomy
was honored with — sealer of the
Torah, as if to say their aliyah put the seal on the
Torah for another year. ( is related to the
word which means “seal” as in

— “may you be sealed for a good
year’ The last line of many blessings that begins

, and summarizes that blessing’s
essence, is also known as the )-

Over the years, as the holiday and observance
evolved to include the reading of Genesis as
well, torah became torah, the
bridegroom of the Torah, and Bereishit
followed.

This year at Temple Beth Israel we honored Al
Bloom on Simchat Torah morning with
the aliyah. Al has stood by the
side of the Torah reader for many years as a
gabbai. It is also fitting that funds donated in
memory of his late wife, Jeanne, will be used to
sponsor a Torah reading class at Temple Beth
Israel this fall.

We also honored Genevieve Fosa with

. Genevieve has learned to read from the
Torah over the past few years, and regularly
volunteers to read from the Torah throughout the
year.

We called them up for their aliyot with grand
introductions: "Requesting permission of God,
mighty, awesome, and revered, and requesting
permission of the Torah, our precious treasure
which we celebrate, our voices are lifted in song
with gratitude in praise of the One Who dwells in
sublime light, Who has granted us life and
sustained us with faith's purity, Who has allowed us
to reach this day of rejoicing in the Torah which
grants honor and splendor, life and security, which
brings joy to the heart and light to the eyes, and
happiness to us when we live its values which we
cherish. The Torah grants long days and strength to
those who love and observe it, heeding its warnings
absorbed in it with reverence and unconditional
love.

May it be the will of the Almighty to grant life, loving
kindness, and a crown of blessings in abundance to
Al and to Genevieve who have been chosen for
these readings of the Torah, at its conclusion and at
its beginning."
